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1. Existing Service Summary
1.1  Service Overview

TheWilson Bld and Fair OakBunn Loringd-ines runin Northern Virginia between Arlington
County, Fairfax County, aige Cityof Fairfax The Wilson Blvdine (1A, 1B, 1E, 1F, 1Z) runs in
an eastwest direction with all routes terminating at the Ballston Metroraét&in in the east,

and with several western terminals, including the Seven Corners Transit Center (1E, 1F), the
Dunn LoringMerrifield Metrorail Station (1B), and the Vienna/Fairfax Metrorail Station (1A,
17).The Fair OakBunn Loring Line (1C) runs m @astwest direction with the Dunn LoriRg
Merrifield Metrorail Station as the eastern terminus and tRair Oaks Mals the western
terminus.The two lines are being evaluated as part of a coordinated study because they
operate in the same corridor artdgether form the Metrobus 1 Line (see more detail in history
below).

Onweekdays, lhe Wilson Blvd Line has several seryiaderns the RoutelA runs regularly in
both directions throughout the day; thRoutelB runs during the AM and PM rush hours in
both directions; the 1E and TButesrun in one direction during the AM and PM rush hours
(eastbound in the AM and westbound in the PM); and, RatelFruns duringthe late PM
hours in both directions. The Fair OdRann Loring Line runs regularly thighout the day in
both directions. On Saturdays, tiRouteslA and 1C run regularly throughout the day in both
directions, with asmall number ofLFtrips in the late PM hours in both directions. On Sundays,
the RouteslA, 1C, and 1F run regularly throughtiue day in both directionsThe number of
trips on each of theoute patterns described above is summarized below in Table 2.

The two lines have a long history and an understanding of this histidirige important as the

service evaluation moves forwar@rior to 2007, the 1C operated between Ballston and Inova

Fair Oaks Hospital via the Fair Oaks Mall. The distance of the line led to significant schedule
adherence and reliability issues. To address this issue on the 1C as well to ensure that the
highestridership portions of the line had the greatest amount of servibe,route was

Vienna, the most productive portion of the Line and a reduction in service in Dominion Hills and
Fairview Park.
